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Undertake Abortion

Young teens:

I want to talk for a few minutes with the teens of the United States about abortion.  Many people don’t understand that abortion is wrong and that it is indeed a murder.  I want to talk to the majority of you who have had abortions because you think it’s the only way out.  Abortion is not the only way out.

I want to tell you how common abortions are and why people are having so many abortions.  In 1992, forty percent of women under the age of 24 have experienced an abortion (Incidence of lifetime abortion).  Today, the number of abortions worldwide per year is around forty-six million (Abortion Facts).  The number of abortions per day is around a hundred and twenty-six thousand.  One percent of all abortions occur because of rape or incest and 6% occur because of health problems of the mother or the child.  Ninety-three percent of abortions occur because the child is unwanted or inconvenient (Abortion Facts).

First of all, let me state the simple fact that when you have an abortion, you are simply killing your child.  Even though it is not born, the child is still alive.  You do not always have to choose abortion; there are other options.  You could choose parenting.  It’s a harder decision but there are classes and other caring people to help you.  You could also choose to have your child adopted.  This loving decision is often made by women who first thought abortion was their only way out.  

What happens during the abortion procedure? Abortions can be painful depending on how far along you are pregnant.  Up to 7 weeks after your last menstrual period, the embryo is suctioned out.  Between 6 to 14 weeks, the abortion is a little more painful.  Usually you have to take anesthesia to ease the pain while the cervix is stretched open (Considering Abortion).  Abortions that occur between 13 to 24 weeks the fetus is too large to be broken up by suction alone.  The cervix is opened even wider and the skull of the child is crushed to ease the removal.  From 20 weeks to full-term, this procedure is by far the hardest.  It takes three days to successfully complete the abortion.  During this time, your baby is having its brains sucked out and then the skull collapses and it is removed (Considering Abortion).

Another question you will ask is this:  What happens after your painful abortion?  The answer is truly simple:  After your abortion, you could encounter heavy bleeding, infection, sepsis, anesthesia, or damage to the cervix.  You could also have scarring in the uterine lining, perforation of the uterus, damage to the internal organs, or even death.  After abortion, you could also experience eating disorders, guilt, relationship problems, depression, flashbacks of the abortions, suicidal thoughts, or alcohol and drug abuse.  Abortions aren’t there because you don’t want your child.  There are other options than just abortions because usually, the side effects are severe (Considering Abortion).

In some cases, abortions are not the worst case scenario.  For example, if the mother was to die while or before giving birth.  That should be her decision if she wants to live or let the baby live.  Another case would be if the mother or baby would be severely injured during birth.  Abortions should be used only in these cases or similar ones.  

Some people argue that abortion is not wrong.  They think that the baby inside the wound is not alive and that it wouldn’t matter if you had an abortion or not.  A lot of people think that it is the easiest way to get rid of a “problem.”  They don’t want to go threw the months of having a baby inside them and then giving birth to him or her.  They just want to go in and get it over with.   

Please let me make it clear to you that if you have an abortion, you are by all means killing a child.  Not just any child, but your child.  I couldn’t live with myself if I killed my child, could you?

I hope you can see, my friends that abortion is not the right way to go.  There are other options you could choose.  

After all, there are so many people who have abortions to get rid of what they think of as a problem.  You must have faith; you must not be stampeded by rumors or guesses of how bad a baby could be.  Let us unite in banishing fear.  They have provided other options than having abortions, and it is up to you to support and make them work.
